3. Maintain appropriate processes and provide ongoing training to Agilent employees and 

suppliers to assure electronic component authenticity.  
 
4. Investigate all incidents of suspected counterfeit electronic components reported to 

Agilent’s supply chain management.   
 
5. Maintain appropriate processes to isolate quarantine and remove counterfeit electronic 

components from Agilent’s supply chain, and make appropriate disclosures to the proper
